NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION 

The Sayles Boulevard His t o r i c D i s t r i c t includes a cohesive grouping of early 
20th century domestic buildings and encompasses approximately 12 blocks jus t 
southwest of Abilene's central business d i s t r i c t . Most of the c i t y ' s t e r r a i n , 
including the h i s t o r i c d i s t r i c t , i s r e l a t i v e l y f l a t . The d i s t r i c t i s roughly 
bounded by South F i f t h on the north. Meander on the east. South Tenth on the south, 
and Highland Avenue on the west (see USGS map). The majority of buildings were 
o r i g i n a l l y constructed i n the 1920s as detached single family dwellings. Most 
houses i n the d i s t r i c t e x h i b i t s t y l i s t i c influences of the early 20th century 
American Movements or early 20th century revivals. A t o t a l of 73 properties, 
comprising 66 percent of the d i s t r i c t , are c l a s s i f i e d as Contributing elements; 37 
properties are considered Noncontributing. 

Abilene serves as county seat for Taylor County. The Callahan Divide, the 
topographic boundary between the Brazos and Colorado basins, crosses from east to 
west through t h i s central west Texas county. The landscape surrounding the 
community features grassy p r a i r i e s . Several small waterways flow w i t h i n the 
community, although none are proximate to the d i s t r i c t . Live oak, post oak, 
mescjuite and cedar are native to the area; non-native vegetation includes pecan and 
sycamore trees. 

The tracks of the Texas and Pacific Railroad, now part of the Union Pacific 
system, bisect Abilene and i t s central business d i s t r i c t . Abilene's commercial and 
business center i s p r i m a r i l y north of the r a i l r o a d tracks, while i t s warehouse and 
i n d u s t r i a l center i s south of the tracks. Due west of t h i s i n d u s t r i a l core are 
h i s t o r i c r e s i d e n t i a l areas, including the Sayles Boulevard His t o r i c D i s t r i c t . 

Within the d i s t r i c t boundaries i s the most concentrated and i n t a c t c o l l e c t i o n 
of r e s i d e n t i a l h i s t o r i c buildings i n the community (see Continuation Sheet 7-3). 
Although the areas outside the d i s t r i c t boundaries maintain somewhat cohesive 
streetscapes, they suffer from in t r u s i v e new construction, vacant l o t s , and less 
d i s t i n c t i v e design. 

As i s t y p i c a l for much of pre-1945 Abilene, a g r i d system of streets extends 
through the d i s t r i c t and detached single family dwellings p r e v a i l . The d i s t r i c t 
centers along one of the Abilene's most important r e s i d e n t i a l boulevards; Sayles 
Boulevard i s a landscaped esplanade that divides the flow of t r a f f i c along the 
thoroughfare. The boulevard i s a d i s t i n c t i v e feature and enhances the d i s t r i c t ' s 
overall h i s t o r i c character. The majority of buildings face east or west onto 
primary north-south streets, although a small number of dwellings face north or 
south on secondary east-west streets. The houses range i n size from 1- to 3-
stories and are constructed of frame or masonry materials. S t y l i s t i c influences 
point to t y p i c a l Bungalow, P r a i r i e School and Moderne design, but popular period 
re v i v a l architecture of the time (Tudor, Classical, Spanish Colonial, and Colonial 
revivals) are present as w e l l . Several houses i n the d i s t r i c t have detached 
garage/apartments at the rear of t h e i r l o t s ; many of these a n c i l l a r y buildings echo 
the dwellings i n d e t a i l , add to the overall q u a l i t y of the d i s t r i c t ' s h i s t o r i c 
f a b r i c , and are considered Contributing buildings. 

The d i s t r i c t includes the c i t y ' s best example of Victorian-era architecture, 
the Henry Sayles House (National Register 1979). This property stands i n sharp 
contrast to the 1920s character that prevails throughout the d i s t r i c t .

Within the d i s t r i c t boundaries, 37 properties are considered Noncontributing. 
Fourteen buildings are of more recent construction, most of which are "modern 
ranches," such as the property at 702 Amarillo (see Photograph 1). The remaining 
Noncontributing buildings are h i s t o r i c buildings altered such that t h e i r i n t e g r i t y 
of design, materials, workmanship, f e e l i n g , and/or association has been extensively 
compromised, l i k e the residence at 735 Sayles Boulevard that has an altered porch 
(see Photograph 2). Those i n the l a t t e r category could be r e c l a s s i f i e d as 
Contributing i f sensitive restorations are successfully implemented. 

As a c o l l e c t i o n , these buildings r e t a i n a l l aspects of i n t e g r i t y : location, 
design, s e t t i n g , materials, workmanship, f e e l i n g , and association. They have been 
well maintained and stand v i r t u a l l y unaltered since t h e i r o r i g i n a l construction. 
Recent r e h a b i l i t a t i o n work on some properties has preserved s i g n i f i c a n t i n t e r i o r 
and exterior features of these building. 

Contributing and Noncontributing resources were determined based on the 
information provided i n the Property Type discussion associated with the Historic 
Context "The Railroad and Abilene's Development i n t o a Wholesale and D i s t r i b u t i o n 
Center i n West Texas, 1881-1939" as well as the following c r i t e r i a : 

Contributing—Contributing buildings are those that contribute to or enhance 
the q u a l i t y of the d i s t r i c t ' s h i s t o r i c character. These properties are 50 years 
old and r e t a i n much of t h e i r o r i g i n a l h i s t o r i c f a b r i c . Most of the buildings are 
1- or 2-stories i n height and are of frame or brick construction. Without 
exception these buildings were intended for r e s i d e n t i a l purposes, and most are 
owner occupied. Common alterations include p a r t i a l l y i n f i l l e d porches, 
application of aluminum or v i n y l siding over o r i g i n a l wood siding, or recent 
additions. Although these alterations detract from a building's h i s t o r i c 
character, these changes are not always appraised as extreme and they generally do 
not destroy the buildings' overall a r c h i t e c t u r a l and h i s t o r i c character or 
i n t e g r i t y , as i n the ase of the property at 650 Meander (see Photograph 3). Thus, 
i f the dwelling's basic form remains i n t a c t and adds to the d i s t r i c t ' s h i s t o r i c 
ambiance i n the form of feeling and association, the property i s c l a s s i f i e d as a 
Contributing. 

Noncontributing—Noncontributing buildings are those that detract from the 
h i s t o r i c character of the d i s t r i c t ; they include two groups of properties. 
Buildings that are less than 50 years old are c l a s s i f i e d Noncontributing because 
they do not meet minimum National Register c r i t e r i a . They generally are not 
compatible with the scale and/or materials that are seen i n Contributing buildings, 
such as the property at 709 Sayles Boulevard (see Photograph 4). Other properties 
not e l i g i b l e include those so severely altered that t h e i r h i s t o r i c fabric i s no 
longer v i s i b l e . In other cases h i s t o r i c buildings have "modernized" with materials 
incompatible with the o r i g i n a l h i s t o r i c f a b r i c . I f restored, however, buildings 
such as t h i s one could be considered for r e c l a s s i f i c a t i o n as Contributing members 
of the d i s t r i c t .

garage/apartment that resembles main building. 
Significance: Former home of local merchant R.H. Gambill. 

718 Sayles Drive, Site 4013, Noncontributing (1), 1958, Modern Ranch 
Description: 1-atory bri c k veneer residence. 
Significance: Less than 50 years and, therefore, not w i t h i n h i s t o r i c d i s t r i c t ' s 
period of significance. 

Henry Sayles, Jr., House, 740 Sayles Drive, Site 4013, Contributing (2), 1924, 
Tudor Revival 
Description: 2-story stucco residence with a modified L-plan and a steeply pitched 
gable roof; decorative half timbered e f f e c t i n gable ends; chimney i s prominently 
featured; double hung windows with multiple l i g h t s ; garage/apartment that resembles 
main building. 
Significance: Henry Sayles, Jr., son of Henry and Hattie Sayles, played a prominent 
role i n Abilene's physical development and was among the c i t y ' s most i n f l u e n t i a l 
business leaders; estimates claim that approximately 3,000 homes i n Abilene were 
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constructed on land he o r i g i n a l l y subdivided and sold, including much of Sayles 
Boulevard area. 

Stevens-Jones House, 758 Sayles Drive, Site 4014, Noncontributing (1), Contributing 
(1), 1910/c. 1929, Classical Revival 
Description: 2-story frame residence with a modified rectangular plan and a low 
pitched hipped roof; 2-story, 5-bay portico with squared 2-story columns with 
molded caps; double door front entrance with transom and s i d e l i g h t s ; double hung 
windows with 9/9 or 6/6 l i g h t s ; l a t e r modifications are insensitive to the 
building; garage/apartment that resembles main building, but maintains i n t e g r i t y to 
o r i g i n a l date of construction. 

Munger-Jones House, 770 Sayles Drive, Site 4015, Contributing (2), 1923, Tudor 
Revival 
Description: 2-story brick veneer residence with an i r r e g u l a r plan and a steeply 
pitched gable roof; front entrance set w i t h i n f r o n t facing gable wing; round arched 
opening with cast stone t r i m around entrance; casement and double hung windows; 
garage/apartment that resentbles main building. 
Significance: L.S. Hunger b u i l t t h i s house designed by architect H.B. Thompson who 
worked extensively i n the Hunger Place and Highland Park areas of Dallas; l a t e r 
occupied by Morgan Jones, Sr., who was the nephew of Morgan Jones, builder of 
Abilene & Northern and Abilene & Southern railroads; Morgan Jones, Sr., who e a r l i e r 
l i v e d at 725 Amarillo, was a very prominent businessman of Abilene and was general 
superintendent of the two Abilene-based railroads; he also owned a large ranch near 
Crosbyton, Texas, and had various other investments. 

1920 South Eighth, Site 2966, Contributing (1), c. 1925, Bungalow 
Description: l - s t o r y frame residence with a boxy plan and a side gable roof; small 
1-bay porch with tapered box supports on br i c k pedestals and round archway; paired 
double hung windows. 

Alice and F.H. Ward House, 1934 South Eighth, Site 2965, Contributing (1), 1925, 
Bungalow 
Description: l - s t o r y frame residence with a scjuare plan and a side gable roof; 
small 1-bay f r o n t porch; paired double hung windows. 

Alma and CR. Lindsey House, 1942 South Eighth, Site 2964, Noncontributing (1), c. 
1920, Bungalow 
Description: l - s t o r y frame residence with a modified scjuare plan and a low pitched 
hipped roof with small dormer; single door front entrance with transom and 
si d e l i g h t s ; 3-bay porch with Tuscan columns; p a r t i a l enclosure of porch; synthetic 
siding applied over o r i g i n a l siding. 
Significance: Synthetic siding over o r i g i n a l exterior cladding detracts from 
h i s t o r i c character; could be r e c l a s s i f i e d as Contributing i f restoration or 
r e h a b i l i t a t i o n e f f o r t s are i n compliance with Secretary of I n t e r i o r standards. 

2002 South Eighth, Site 2963, Noncontributing (1), 1955, Modern Ranch 
Description: l - s t o r y brick veneer residence. 
Significance: Less than 50 years and, therefore, not w i t h i n h i s t o r i c d i s t r i c t ' s 
period of significance. 
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Viola and R.D. Thomas House, 2041 South Eighth, Site 2991, Contributing (2), 1918, 
Bungalow 
Description: l - s t o r y b r i c k veneer residence with a boxy plan and a cross gable 
bungalow; fr o n t with 2-bay porch and massive brick columns; paired double hung 
windows; garage/apartment that resembles main building. 

Morrison-Hanks House, 2042 South Eighth, Site 2962, Contributing ( 1 ) , 1920, 
Bungalow 
Description: l - s t o r y b r i c k veneer residence with a modified U-plan and a cross 
gable roof; low pitched, L-shaped front porch that wraps around north and east 
elevations; paired double hung windows; i n t e r i o r brick chimney. 
Significance: J.F. Morrison was an early leader of the peanut industry i n the 
region; he founded Southwestern Peanuts Company and headed f i r m u n t i l his death i n 
1941. 

Tempie and C.L. Williauns House, 2137 South Eighth, Site 2990, Contributing (1), 
1922, Bungalow/Prairie School 
Description: 2-story frame residence (stucco exterior) with a boxy plan and a low 
pitched hipped roof over core of house; similar roof over 2-story wing at northwest 
corner; l - s t o r y gable porch with single bay and massive corner piers. 

J.E. Brewer House, 2141 South Eighth, Site 2989, Contributing (1), 1927, Tudor 
Revival 
Description: l - s t o r y b r i c k veneer residence with a modified rectangular plan and a 
steeply pitched gable roof with s l i g h t upturn at eaves; round arched openings with 
smooth finished cast stone frames. 
Significance: Brewer, an o i l operator from Eastland, Texas, developed Riverside 
Addition i n Abilene. 

1938-1942 South Seventh, Site 2874, Noncontributing (2), c. 1925, Classical Revival 
Description: 2-story frame apartment/duplex with a square plan and a low pitched 
hipped roof with gable extension; inset 2-story, 3-bay porch; 2-story Tuscan 
columns and small inset balcony with turned wood balustrade; synthetic siding; 
garage/apartment that resembles main building. 
Significance: Synthetic siding detracts from h i s t o r i c character; could be reclas­
s i f i e d as Contributing i f restoration or r e h a b i l i t a t i o n e f f o r t s are i n compliance 
with Secretary of I n t e r i o r standards. 

2142 South Seventh, Site 2873, Contributing (1), c. 1925, Bungalow 
Description: l - s t o r y b r i c k veneer residence with a modified U-plan and a cross 
gable roof; modest, c l a s s i c a l l y inspired a r c h i t e c t u r a l features; stucco exterior. 

2017 South Sixth, Site 2820, Noncontributing (1), c. 1935, Bungalow 
Description: l - s t o r y frame residence with a boxy plan and an intersection gable 
roof; alterations to fenestration. 
Significance: Alterations detract from h i s t o r i c character; could be r e c l a s s i f i e d as 
Contributing i f restoration or r e h a b i l i t a t i o n e f f o r t s are i n compliance with 
Secretary of I n t e r i o r standards. 

Jesse F. Winters House, 2142 South Tenth, Site 3071, Contributing (1), c. 1927, 
Tudor Revival 
Description: l - s t o r y b r i c k veneer residence with a modified rectangular plan and a 
steeply pitched gable roof; abundant use of l i g h t colored cast stone that contrasts 
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with dark colored brick veneer; entrance set wi t h i n round arched opening, paired 
double hung windows with a narrow transom band of fixed l i g h t s ; some use of 
classical d e t a i l i n g . 
Significance: Jesse F. "T-Bone" Winters was a prominent local businessman involved 
i n numerous highway projects for Abilene; also a former professional baseball 
player who pitched i n the 1921 World Series as a member of the New York Giants. 
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NARRATIVE STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE 

The Sayles Boulevard Historic D i s t r i c t i s Abilene's best and most in t a c t 
neighborhood that includes a high concentration of early 20th century residences. 
The d i s t r i c t r e f l e c t s Abilene's dominance as a regional trade center based upon 
r a i l transportation. This nomination i s associated with the h i s t o r i c contexts "The 
Railroad and Abilene's Development int o a Wholesale and D i s t r i b u t i o n Center i n West 
Texas, 1881-1939." Significant at the local l e v e l between 1889 and 1939, the 
d i s t r i c t meets National Register C r i t e r i o n A i n the area of Commerce for i t s 
associations with the r a i l r o a d and the community's development. I t also meets 
Cri t e r i o n C i n the area of Architecture as the community's foremost c o l l e c t i o n of 
resi d e n t i a l buildings that i l l u s t r a t e a r c h i t e c t u r a l styles t y p i c a l of the early 
20th century American and period r e v i v a l movements. 

Abilene's designation as a major stop on the Texas and Pacific Railroad and 
i t s early b i l l i n g as the "Future Great City of West Texas" spurred early economic 
a c t i v i t y i n the cotttmunity. As a consecjuence, Abilene soon became the dominant 
commercial center i n the region and attracted large numbers of businessmen, 
merchants and other entrepreneurs. 

When Abilene was established i n 1881, the o r i g i n a l town s i t e encompassed 175 
c i t y blocks that included smaller blocks i n the c i t y ' s core and larger outlets on 
the c i t y ' s fringe. Although almost a l l of Abilene's early development was concen­
trated on the smaller blocks, a small number of individuals acquired property i n 
the surrounding outlots and erected majestic homes. Those who did were among the 
local e l i t e and included Clabe Merchant, Theo Hyeck, and Jeunes H. Parrcutiore. 
Attorney Henry Sayles, Sr., (f o r whom the d i s t r i c t i s named) accjuired a substantial 
amount of property on the west fringe of Abilene, south of the Texas & Pacific 
r a i l r o a d that now comprises much of the Sayles Boulevard Hi s t o r i c D i s t r i c t . In 
1889 he constructed the house (at 642 Sayles Boulevard, see Photograph 5) that, at 
the time, was i n a largely unimproved area and thus was isolated from the rest of 
the community. 

Census records and h i s t o r i c a l accounts show that Abilene's growth accelerated 
following World War I , and boomed i n the 1920s. The community's population was 
10,274 i n 1920; a decade l a t e r , i t had risen t o 23,175, an increase exceeding 110 
percent. Abilene was rapidly becoming a magnet for o i l operators who selected the 
c i t y as a d i s t r i b u t i o n base because of i t s strategic location, access to 
transportation ( r a i l r o a d ) , and other amenities, including three i n s t i t u t i o n s of 
higher learning and two major medical f a c i l i t i e s . Abilene's growth created new 
demands for housing as the c i t y physically expanded. Outlots i n close proximity to 
the c i t y ' s o r i g i n a l town s i t e were subdivided, sold and improved. Much of the 
i n i t i a l growth was west of the o r i g i n a l town s i t e but soon spread t o the north and 
south. U n t i l the development of the additions w i t h i n the Sayles Boulevard Historic 
D i s t r i c t , neighborhoods evolved i n a piecemeal fashion on an outlot-by-outlot 
basis. The Parramore Hist o r i c D i s t r i c t (National Register 1991) i s an exeuttple of 
t h i s gradual development pattern that fostered neither a sense of community nor 
clearly defined neighborhoods. 

The d i s t r i c t was developed prim a r i l y i n the 1920s and 1930s when Abilene's 
population and physical size expanded rapidly. The Alta Vista Addition, which 
includes the northeast section of the Sayles Boulevard Hi s t o r i c D i s t r i c t , was 
platted i n 1890 and was one of the c i t y ' s f i r s t subdivisions. Henry Sayles, Sr., 
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who li v e d nearby, and Ed S. Hughes, a prominent local businessman, developed the 
Alta Vista Addition, which included seven blocks l a i d out i n a g r i d pattern. The 
o r i g i n of the addition's name l i k e l y stems from the h i l l i n the northeast corner of 
the addition that i s one of the c i t y ' s highest points. The subdivision was 
sparsely developed during i t s early years but did a t t r a c t many of the c i t y ' s e l i t e 
including Judge Leggett who erected an opulent residence at the southwest corner of 
Meander and South Sixth streets; a large Gothic Revival church constructed i n 1950 
now occupies the s i t e at 602 Meander ( i t i s a Noncontributing property). A nine-
block extension t o the Alta Vista subdivision was added i n 1908. 

Residential developments l i k e the Alta Vista addition were rare i n Abilene 
u n t i l the boom of the 1920s when the c i t y experienced unprecedented growth. Large 
sections of previously unimproved lands were pa r t i t i o n e d and developed, including 
much of the d i s t r i c t . Hattie Sayles, the widow of Henry Sayles, Sr., and others 
divided a large t r a c t of land that included the old Sayles homestead (642 Sayles 
Boulevard, see Photograph 5) and called i t "The Highlands Addition" (see 
Continuation Sheet 8-21). Plat records at the Taylor County Courthouse reveal that 
the subdivision included 18 blocks and generally continued the g r i d pattern of 
development that was characteristic across the c i t y . 

Although the addition was i n many ways t y p i c a l of other and subsecjuent 
subdivisions, i t had two important features that distinguished i t from others. 
Although rectangular l o t s of a consistent size prevailed throughout most of the 
addition, one block, reserved for the Henry Sayles, Jr., House at 740 Sayles Drive, 
was elliptical-shaped and intended t o be the addition's centerpiece. Perhaps the 
most d i s t i n c t i v e feature, however, was the series of esplanades along the primary 
thoroughfare, dubbed "The Boulevard." These small t r a c t s of land were set aside as 
parks and provided the addition with a landscaping scheme that enunciated a sense 
of importance and prestige. Property along t h i s street was considered most 
desirable, and i t soon attracted many of the c i t y ' s most i n f l u e n t i a l families l i k e 
Inez and S.M. Jay who l i v e d at 800 Sayles Boulevard (see Photograph 6). "The 
Boulevard," with i t s parks, marked a departure from contemporaneous development 
practices i n Abilene and was the f i r s t of several s i m i l a r l y landscaped 
thoroughfares i n the c i t y . Others include Belmont, University and Riverside boule­
vards. In 1923 only three years a f t e r i t s o f f i c i a l opening. The Boulevard was 
paved, and the thoroughfare became part of an e l i t e group of s i m i l a r l y important 
streets. With time, the street's name was changed to Sayles Boulevard honoring the 
family that played a p i v o t a l role i n developing the neighborhood. 

The Highlands and Alta Vista additions soon became Abilene's premier devel­
opments and the boom of the 1920s resulted i n the construction of a large number of 
residences, v i r t u a l l y a l l of which were erected for i n d i v i d u a l home owners and were 
not b u i l t for speculative purposes. Most of the dwellings feature s t y l i s t i c 
influences of the early 20th century American and period r e v i v a l movements: 
Bungalow, P r a i r i e School, Moderne, and period revivals (Tudor, Classical, Spanish 
Colonial, and Colonial). 

Local contractors and architects turned to popular a r c h i t e c t u r a l trends, 
especially through the popularization of pattern books, to please t h e i r c l i e n t s and 
thus boost business. These new buildings also helped to develop a sense of 
permanence and c i v i c pride i n the s t i l l new community and fostered promotional 
e f f o r t s that portrayed Abilene as a progressive town with dynaunic people who liv e d 
i n modern buildings. 
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Local interpretations of the Bungalow movement dominate the architectural 
character of the d i s t r i c t and are aunong the most common and prevalent design 
applied to early 20th century dwellings i n Abilene. The s t y l e contrasts sharply to 
eclectic tastes that prevailed l o c a l l y and nationwide during the l a t e 19th and very 
early 20th centuries. Unlike Victorian era architecture and, to a lesser extent, 
20th century r e v i v a l architecture, these houses present a strong horizontal 
emphasis with low pitched roofs, broad expansive porches, and scjuared or tapered 
columns. More straightforward i n t h e i r design. Bungalows have l i t t l e of the 
f r i v o l i t y or formality that characterized e a r l i e r residences. Harmonious materials 
and colors that blend with the landscape became the preferred aesthetic 
considerations, i n contrast to Victorian era polychromatic brights and 20th century 
re v i v a l whites. Despite diminutive front facades Bungalows generally prove to be 
large and spacious. 

The Bungalow dwelling, as seen i n Abilene and other locales across the 
country, can be traced to the commissions of Greene and Greene of south California. 
The style seemed p a r t i c u l a r l y well suited for local adaptation and i n t e r p r e t a t i o n , 
and a large number of variants were b u i l t throughout Texas and the rest of the 
nation. While some examples may be unique and architect-designed for a specific 
c l i e n t . Bungalows generally were b u i l t from plans disseminated by other means. 
Mass circulated building journals as well as popular women's magazines, such as the 
Ladies Homes Journal, widely publicized Bungalow-influenced dwellings. Moreover, 
Sears, Roebuck and Company catalogs and other similar companies offered plans and 
materials t o building and homeowners by mail nationwide. The advent of 
architectural firms that mass produced plans and specifications further 
p r o l i f e r a t e d the s t y l e throughout the nation. 

P r a i r i e School was also popular s t y l i s t i c influence i n the Sayles Boulevard 
Historic D i s t r i c t . With i t s wide overhangs and strong horizontal emphasis, the 
P r a i r i e School styl e i s a d i s t i n c t l y American a r c h i t e c t u r a l expression that 
originated i n the Chicago area at the turn of the century. I t quickly spread 
throughout the midwestern United States and reached Texas by the f i r s t decade of 
t h i s century. I t s popularity was l i m i t e d somewhat i n time and geographical area, 
and r e l a t i v e l y few pure or academic exeutiples were b u i l t i n the state. More often, 
local architects and contractors selected the style as a basis for r e s i d e n t i a l 
designs and subsequently interpreted i t i n a more vernacular fashion. Such a trend 
prevailed i n Abilene of the 19208, r e s u l t i n g i n the construction of a large number 
of dwellings inspired by P r a i r i e School-styled t r a d i t i o n s . Almost a l l were b u i l t 
i n the early to mid 1920s. 

Pr a i r i e School-influenced houses share many common characteristics with 
Bungalows and are t y p i c a l l y 2-story frame buildings with b r i c k veneers. The use of 
cast stone continuous s i l l s between fl o o r s and the incorporation of a porte cochere 
on side elevations, further reinforce horizontal lines distinguishing P r a i r i e 
School design. Other d i s t i n c t i v e P r a i r i e School features include low hipped roofs 
with broad extended eaves and long, l i n e a r , l - s t o r y porches with large, squared, 
brick supports. 

Several dwellings i n the d i s t r i c t feature Moderne design. Asymmetrical 
facades, smooth exterior surfaces, a f l a t roof, and horizontal lines characterize 
the s t y l e . Evolving from Art Deco design, popular i n the 1920s and 1930s, Moderne 
became more prevalent a f t e r 1930. However, the s t y l e was r e l a t i v e l y rare, but 
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scattered examples exist throughout the state as they do i n Abilene and t h i s 
h i s t o r i c d i s t r i c t . 

Period re v i v a l s , popular during the 1920s and 1930s, drew on a wide spectrum 
of European and American housing styles. The revivals most prevalent i n the 
d i s t r i c t referenced Old World landmarks with Tudor, Classical, or Spanish 
d e t a i l i n g , or alluded to early American Colonial architecture. 

The buildings w i t h i n the d i s t r i c t r e f l e c t the work of numerous individuals. 
However, one i n d i v i d u a l , David S. Castle, had a s i g n i f i c a n t influence on the 
d i s t r i c t ' s a r c h i t e c t u r a l character. A native of Michigan, Castle began his fir m i n 
1914, one year a f t e r moving to Abilene. I n i t i a l l y he received several commissions, 
most of which were r e s i d e n t i a l . The firm's work i s prominent i n the Sayles 
Boulevard Historic D i s t r i c t including the Edith and E.R. Middleton House at 842 
Sayles Boulevard (see Photograph 7) and the Enoch Wooten House at 861 Sayles 
Boulevard (see Photograph 8). H.B. Thompson designed the Munger-Jones House at 770 
Sayles Drive. Nichols and Campbell, Abilene's other leading a r c h i t e c t u r a l firm 
were l i k e l y t o have designed several other houses i n the d i s t r i c t . Regardless of 
t h e i r respective designers, the houses i n the Highland and Alta Vista additions 
comprised the c i t y ' s most representative c o l l e c t i o n of early 20th century 
architecture, and quickly assumed the position as Abilene's most desirable 
neighborhood. 

A reduction i n the local and national economies during the 1930s s t i f l e d 
further economic expansion and r e l a t i v e l y l i t t l e new construction has taken place 
since then. S t i l l , Abilene remained the largest and most important r e t a i l center 
i n the region. Following World War I I , Abilene and the rest of the nation 
experienced renewed economic expansion. A small number of h i s t o r i c buildings have 
been replaced over the years with modern t r a c t houses; others have been modified 
s l i g h t l y with the application of synthetic siding, the i n s t a l l a t i o n of aluminum 
sash windows or other reversible changes. 

Nevertheless, e f f o r t s during the l a s t decade have had a positive af f e c t on 
the d i s t r i c t ' s i n t e g r i t y and should continue to re s u l t i n restoration projects. In 
general home owners i n the area have been sensitive to the unicjue character of 
t h e i r respective houses, and preservation of individual houses and of the area as a 
whole has been an ongoing concern. 

The houses r e t a i n t h e i r a r c h i t e c t u r a l and h i s t o r i c i n t e g r i t y to a high 
degree. They r e f l e c t p revailing r e s i d e n t i a l a r c h i t e c t u r a l tastes of the period. 
The neighborhood has always been well maintained and, throughout i t s existence, has 
attracted many of Abilene's most respected c i t i z e n s .

Boundary J u s t i f i c a t i o n : 

The most important f a c t o r s i n d e f i n i n g the boundaries of the h i s t o r i c 
d i s t r i c t were the v i s u a l cohesiveness and i n t e g r i t y of b u i l d i n g s w i t h i n i t s 
confines and a e s t h e t i c f e a t u r e s t h a t d i s t i n g u i s h the d i s t r i c t from adjacent 
neighborhoods, which i n c l u d e p r o p e r t i e s t h a t have been severely a l t e r e d . The 
d i s t r i c t i s a dense c o n c e n t r a t i o n of r e s i d e n t i a l b u i l d i n g s t h a t , as a whole, 
possess a s t r o n g , cohesive character. 

The m a j o r i t y of b u i l d i n g s w i t h i n the d i s t r i c t are s i n g l e f a m i l y residences 
constructed i n the 1920s and d i s p l a y a r c h i t e c t u r a l f e a t u r e s associated w i t h 
Bungalow design. This s i m i l a r i t y i n use, age, and design r e i n f o r c e s the v i s u a l 
u n i t y of b u i l d i n g s w i t h i n the d i s t r i c t . Moreover, these residences share the 
s i m i l a r o r i e n t a t i o n , l o t s i z e , and face onto north-south s t r e e t s . The b u i l d i n g s 
r e t a i n t h e i r a r c h i t e c t u r a l and h i s t o r i c i n t e g r i t y t o a high degree.
